TAX INCREMENTING FINANCING 

ÅTool using future increases in tax revenue to finance 
the current improvements that will create those gains 

 

ÅIncreased site value and investment creates more 
taxable property, which increases tax revenues 

 

ÅThat increased revenue is used to finance debt to pay 
for the ñprojectò 

 

ÅTIF creates funding for public projects that may 
otherwise be unaffordable to municipalities

EXAMPLE 

1. A developer proposes a 

project which creates over 

$100,000 in new municipal 

property taxes. 

2. The town approves the project. 

Town dedicates 50% of new taxes to 

CBRA for 10 years.  

$50,000 x 10 = $500,000 (minus 

issuance fees and interest) 

3. CBRA delivers $500,000 

upfront grant to developer 

(minus issuance fees and 

interest)
